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Statement by Mrs. Sally Kader, USFMEP President, on war crime against women in Libya
The US Federation for Middle East Peace condemns the ruthless attacks and cases of collective rape of women that have been committed in several Libyan cities by the armed forces. This may lead to the death of women who live under a tribal system that prefers the killing of raped women, the victims of these massacres. The forces consider these campaigns of collective rape as weapons of war in order to break the will of the rebels.  
“The Libyan army uses forces against civilians, beginning with women and children. This is considered a crime against humanity” Sally Kader, President of USFMEP Said. The Libyan women, children and families are in distress since the beginning of the Libyan revolution three months ago due to the political failure of all parties concerned.

Therefore Sally Kader calls upon, the international civil society to arbitrate immediately, and to look into the unjustified overuse of forces by the Libyan army against the rebels and to investigate the impacts of the cruel and horrifying crime of raping women.
The USFMEP supports all nationalities, race, creeds and religions. We strongly believe in non-violence and non-violence solution to even most difficult situations and issues. Under the United Nations principals, we encourage people of all ethnic backgrounds, cultural heritage and religions to come to our table to find out how much they have in common and how willingly we all struggle for peaceful solutions and very much hope for a peaceful tomorrow.
